Applicant must plan to attend a college or university located in the United States.
Selected students must be enrolled at a college or university and attending classes
not later than March 31, 2025.

The scholarship must be used no later than December 31, 2025.

The complete application, essay, and letters of recommendation must be submitted
by the due date/time. (Note: essays become the property of ARC and may be used
for club and/or newspaper publications).
